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Translation of the Press Release Press-release of the Khoresm province department of 

internal affairs for dissemination in mass media on the successful progress of the “Cotton 

– 2011” campaign by the interior bodies 

 

PRESS-RELEASE 

There are 1,947 cotton production farms in the Khoresm province with a total of 93,800 ha of 

cultivated land. In accordance with the state order (quotas) it is planned to submit 258,000 

tonnes of cotton to the government. 

As of today 5 cultivations on planted areas have been conducted. Having reviewed the 

condition of the cotton growth, khokims
1
, prosecutors, and heads of the departments of 

interior announced a Month of intensive activities from 10 August to 10 September under the 

motto “Deciding the fate of the crop” in the farms under their control. 

Within the framework of the “Deciding the fate of the crop” Month a number of joint field 

trips have been arranged for the law enforcement officers in conjunction with the heads of 

departments controlling the economic activities and 12 traffic police officers in order to 

organize and oversee fertilization of soil, cultivation pursuant to the requirements of the 

directive of the province department of interior. 

The curators have inspected the availability and technical fitness of the cultivators in the 

machine-tractor parks, all of which are numbered and entered in special registers, 

applications have been compiled, 32 spare parts provided, certificates provided for 1,663 

cultivators, commitment letters have been taken from the district khokims and heads of the 

district departments of interior. An operative working group have been set up under the 

province department of interior for round-the-clock work on the analysis of the progress of 

cultivation and report writing. 

In accordance with the planned activities 1,663 cultivating machines have been repaired and 

510 crews have been organized. 510 officers of the departments of interior have been 

assigned to these crews; 2 mechanics have been allocated per each cultivator, and their work 

and rest schedule has been development; hot meals have been envisaged; cultivators have 

been supplied with protective covers, spare parts; speed limits have been set for cultivators 

not to exceed 6-7 km per hour. 

A system of “order” has been developed for cultivation. As of 3 September all of the 93,800 

ha of soil was cultivated after 2 times of watering. 

As of today and in accordance with the schedule of works from 1 to 10 September defoliation 

is being conducted. For that purpose 280 spraying units have been engaged. As of 3 

September 15,768 ha (19%) of the land has been treated for defoliation. 

Due to scarce water supply in the province in 2011 and in order to save water resources the 

province department of interior has carried out a number of activities in accordance with the 
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plan adopted on 17 July and in accordance with the schedule of the province khokimiat
2
 on 

gradual irrigation of the areas. As of today the watering has been conducted twice. 

18,720 irrigators have been assigned for the manual irrigation of cotton fields, of whom 60% 

for night irrigation and 40% for daytime irrigation.  

Likewise, for water saving purposes 1,946 pumps on 77 canals have been installed including 

602 pumps on canals under the Department of Pumping Stations and 1,344 units on farmers’ 

canals. For the water saving oversight 104 monitoring groups have been formed with 149 law 

enforcement officers allocated to each overseeing group. They have discovered 91 pump 

units installed illegally and respective legal measures have been applied to address these 

violations.  

Departments of interior established 230 instances of illegal rice growing, of which 222 cases 

in the farms and 8 cases in the private plots, or 941 ha in total. All of these cases have been 

documented and dossiers sent to courts for appropriate legal measures. 

4 working groups have been set up and headed by the province khokim, responsible official 

from the Cabinet of Ministers, first deputy khokim of the province, head of the province 

department of agriculture and water resources for the development of directives and oversight 

of their implementation. 

Law enforcement officers established 14 cases of cotton bush mashing. The guilty were held 

responsible. 

In particular, on 2 June 2011 in the village of Boshkirshik of Yangibazar district a cow 

mashed 293 cotton bushes on the area of 95.4 sq. m. on a plantation of the farm “Istikbol” 

belonging to Saparboi Atajanov, born 30.09.1956. The case was documented and tried by the 

village self-governance committee of the Boshkirshik village. Pursuant to their resolution the 

cow belonging to Saparboi Atajanov was slaughtered and the meat was distributed to the 

children’s camps “Shunkor” and “Pakhlavon” free of charge. 

8 June 2011 in the village of Gulobod of the Yangiaryk district in the farm “Rakhimov-

Sanjar” belonging to Gulbakhor Ibragimova 5 sq. m of cotton bushes was mashed by 9 sheep 

belonging to Olimboi Otamurodov, born 1952. The case was documented and Olimboi 

Otamurodov was held responsible under Article 104 of the Code of Administrative Liability 

of Uzbekistan; the dossier was sent to the criminal court of the Yangiaryk district for 

appropriate legal measures.  

11 June 2011 in the village of Katkala of the Shavat district in the farm “Khaitboev 

Manguberdi” belonging to Khushnud Khudaiberganov, born 1976, bull-calf belonging to 

Kalandarov Khudayor Istakhanovich, born 1979, unemployed, resident of Oltinkala mahalla

of the Katkala village of the Shavat district, mashed 28 cotton bushes on 50 sq. m. The 

established damage was 18,000 soum and he was held responsible by the district court. 
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20 June 2011 with the aim of overseeing the public order, water saving, traffic security, 

prevention of cotton crop thefts the province department of interior developed a joint plan of 

actions and on 28 August an order was issued and sent to the field departments and now 

oversight is being carried out. 

For the purpose of 2011 quality crop harvest within a short timeframe  mobilization of cotton 

pickers is planned in the amount of 202,641 persons, of which 34,800 from higher and 

secondary schools, colleges and lyceums. For their accommodation 463 temporary 

dormitories are envisaged (302 field barracks – shiypons, 109 private houses of villages, 52 

tents, etc.). At the moment these premises are being inspected in accordance with sanitary 

requirements, electricity supply and other technical requirements and will be ready to 

accommodate cotton pickers. 

In addition, 1,341 transportation tractors, 1,823 trailers, 22 trucks for cotton transportation, 10 

cotton picking machines “CASE”, 175 buses, 35 trucks adjusted for transportation of people 

have been prepared for the start of the cotton picking season. 22 traffic police cars have been 

allocated to accompany the cotton pickers’ buses to ensure traffic security. 

In addition, for the purpose of secure cotton transportation to the receiving points and 

security of transportation of the cotton pickers 5,297 km of internal roads have been 

inspected as well as railway crossings; 12 recommendations and 13 written reports have been 

submitted to resolve the shortcomings. The province department of internal affairs has 

envisaged all necessary measures for successful completion of “Cotton-2011” campaign.
